Energomontaż-Północ wanted to withdrawn entirely from developer activity and concentrate on works execution for power stations and petrochemical plants – said Janusz Zawada, vice president of the company, during yesterday’s meeting with journalists. The company intends to sell garages, business quarters, and real estates with valid building permits. In the future, the company will be mostly engaged in preassembling of piping, manufacturing and erection of equipment for power and petrochemical industries, as well as repair and maintenance works of the plants. Last year, the group reported PLN 5 million of profit at nearly PLN 200 million of the revenues. According to Janusz Zawada, this year profits of the group shall be considerably higher.
