



Building Industry: Is it an end of the changes?

Energomontaż has a new president

Alberto Ribolla has occupied armchair of Energomontaż president less than one and half a month. A new president of Energomontaż-Północ has become Włodzimierz Dyrka, long lasting president of Gdańsk Refinery and thereafter a member of the board of Polpharma.

Alberto Ribolla became Energomontaż-Północ president on 7 March. He replaced Wiesław Różacki, who in turn had chosen armchair of Rafako president. This week, the castling occurred into Energomontaż management again. Supervisory board dismissed Alberto Ribolla, appointing Włodzimierz Dyrka in his place.

Why the next changes had occurred in the board in such a short time? “Termination of Wiesław Różacki from Energomontaż was quite a surprise to the main shareholders,” says a person close to the board of Energomontaż, asking for anonymity. “Because of that, they decided for temporary solution, appointing Mr. Ribolla. “At once, [they] started to look for his successor.” Alberto Ribolla sits in the board of Sices International, Dutch company from the branch, which together with Gloria controls nearly 80% of Energomontaż shares.

Change of the president was not only one, which occurred this week. Now, the board counts five persons (earlier have been four). Vice president function took up Przemysław Milczarek. He has been “stolen” from Starbag, where he had fulfilled a function of financial director. “Present complement of Energomontaż board is destination one,” says our interlocutor.

Włodzimierz Dyrka has not a large experience in building industry and metal branch. This does not mean that he not know Energomontaż. He is well known in petrochemical branch, which belongs to key customers of the stock company. A new boss has got on to Warsaw company from Polpharma, and he has managed Gdańsk Refinery for many years before 2000.
